What is informal recruitment?

WHILE FORMAL RECRUITMENT HAPPENS ONCE A YEAR WITH
MULTIPLE ROUNDS,  SPECIFIC SCHEDULES,  AND INVITATIONS,
INFORMAL RECRUITMENT TAKES PLACE AT DIFFERENT TIMES,

PRIMARILY IN THE FALL AT BINGHAMTON. 
DURING INFORMAL RECRUITMENT,  EVENTS ARE HOSTED BY

INDIVIDUAL CHAPTERS RATHER THAN BEING COORDINATED BY
PANHELLENIC.  THESE EVENTS MAY INCLUDE ACTIVITIES LIKE
COFFEE DATES,  GAME NIGHTS,  OR SERVICE PROJECTS.  DUE TO

THIS PROCESS BEING LESS FORMAL,  POTENTIAL NEW MEMBERS

PRESSURE ENVIRONMENT WHILE STILL FINDING A
SISTERHOOD THAT FEELS LIKE THE RIGHT FIT.

What is COB?
CONTINUOUS OPEN BIDDING (COB)  IS  AN OPPORTUNITY FOR

CHAPTERS THAT DO NOT REACH QUOTA DURING PRIMARY
RECRUITMENT TO BID TO QUOTA.  THE COB PROCESS IS  NOT

STRUCTURED BY THE COLLEGE PANHELLENIC,  AND ONLY
CHAPTERS WITH AVAILABLE SPACES ARE ELIGIBLE TO

PARTICIPATE IN COB,  THIS FALL ALL OF OUR CHAPTERS HAVE
SPACE TO PARTICIPATE!

BECAUSE COB IS  NOT A FORMAL,  ROUND-BASED PROCESS,  IT
CAN LOOK VERY DIFFERENT FROM CHAPTER TO CHAPTER .

SOME MAY HOST SMALL GROUP EVENTS,  WHILE OTHERS MAY
INVITE POTENTIAL NEW MEMBERS TO MEET INDIVIDUALLY
